When Should Form I-9 Be Used?


What Is the Purpose of This Form?


The purpose of this form is to document that each new 
employee (both citizen and noncitizen) hired after November 
6, 1986, is authorized to work in the United States.


For the purpose of completing this form, the term "employer" 
means all employers including those recruiters and referrers 
for a fee who are agricultural associations, agricultural 
employers, or farm labor contractors.  Employers must 
complete Section 2 by examining evidence of identity and 
employment authorization within three business days of the 
date employment begins. However, if an employer hires an 
individual for less than three business days, Section 2 must be 
completed at the time employment begins. Employers cannot 
specify which document(s) listed on the last page of Form I-9 
employees present to establish identity and employment 
authorization. Employees may present any List A document 
OR a combination of a List B and a List C document.Filling Out Form I-9


This part of the form must be completed no later than the time 
of hire, which is the actual beginning of employment. 
Providing the Social Security Number is voluntary, except for 
employees hired by employers participating in the USCIS 
Electronic Employment Eligibility Verification Program (E-
Verify). The employer is responsible for ensuring that 
Section 1 is timely and properly completed.

Purpose. Complete Form W-4 so that your 
employer can withhold the correct federal 
income tax from your pay. Consider completing a 
new Form W-4 each year and when your 
personal or financial situation changes.


Exemption from withholding. If you are exempt, 
complete  only  lines 1, 2, 3, 4, and 7 and sign 
the form to validate it. Your exemption for 2011 
expires February 16, 2012. See Pub. 505, Tax 
Withholding and Estimated Tax.


Note. If another person can claim you as a 
dependent on his or her tax return, you cannot 
claim exemption from withholding if your income 
exceeds $950 and includes more than $300 of 
unearned income (for example, interest and 
dividends).


Basic instructions. If you are not exempt, 
complete the Personal Allowances Worksheet 
below. The worksheets on page 2 further adjust 
your withholding allowances based on itemized 
deductions, certain credits, adjustments to 
income, or two-earners/multiple jobs situations.

FAMILY EDUCATIONAL RIGHTS AND PRIVACY ACT 
(FERPA) 


2011-2012 
 
The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) is a 
comprehensive law that applies broadly to information collected in public 
agencies or schools that receive federal education funds; thus, FERPA 
applies to information collected and maintained by public elementary, 
secondary, and postsecondary education institutions.  The school district 
must have prior written information (consent) from a parent or a student 
that has turned 18 years of age, before disclosing any information upon 
request.  FERPA defines education records as information:   
 


 Directly related to a student, specifically any information recorded 
in any way, including, but not limited to: verbal conversation, 
handwriting, print, computer media, video or audio tape, film, 
microfilm, and microfiche 


 Maintained by education agencies or institutions, or by parties 
acting for the agency or institutions (e.g., special education 
schools, and health or social services institutions) 


 Information should not be disclosed (verbal or written) which 
could identify a student as one who receives special services 
outside the scope of those who need to know in order to provide 
such services.  This includes but is not limited to such examples 
as: 1. Conversations with family and friends, 2.  
Conversations with staff members without “need to know”, 
3. newsletters,  4.  memos to staff, 5.  faculty bulletin boards, 
6. newspaper articles and or photos, 6. Or post on social
