This one semester course is designed to introduce students to the foundations of communication both written and spoken.  Students will have intensive study on the public speaking process, the writing process, and utilization of writing and research skills.  Students will complete several research projects in this class.

1201  AMERICAN LITERATURE A

One Credit
Accelerated

 1205 INTRODUCTION TO CREATIVE WRITING

Grades 11-12
One Credit
Pre-Requisite:  Completion of English II

Students in this class will study other creative writings, practice their own skills, and share their writings to improve their poetry, short stories, dramas, and personal essays.  Students will maintain a portfolio.  This is a writer’s workshop class s\which requires effective communication skills.

1301 APPRECIATION OF LITERATURE

Grade12   
One credit

This course is a reading course focused on increasing the student’s appreciation, comprehension, and understanding of literature.  Students will read books of their own choice with the instructor’s approval.  Students will keep a reading log and journal as well as make a variety of verbal and written reports.  The instructor may also require the students to read a book of the instructor’s choice and complete activities regarding that reading.  This course is valuable for students who wish to improve their reading skills as well as for college-bound students who wish to read books on recommended college reading lists.

One credit
This advanced course is designed to strengthen students’ communication skills for the world of work.  Application of skills will be emphasized. This course may not be used for college admissions or college prep.
1303 ENGLISH IV ADV  



Grade 12
One Credit
Advanced

Pre-Requisite:   B+ and above in previous accelerated English course or an A in ALL semesters of All previous English courses required.

This course will consist of composition and grammar, vocabulary, novel, and world literature survey.  Reviews grammar and perfects writing skills needed for college, including a critical-analytical research paper.  Included in the literature study are The Odyssey, drama and a survey of world literature. 

1304 DUAL ENROLLMENT ENGLISH ADV Grade 12 
One credit
 Advanced
Fees:  Must pay for 6 hours of Crowder College Credit

Pre-Requisite:   B+ and above in previous accelerated English course or and A in ALL semesters of ALL previous English courses required.   Student must have a 21 minimum composite on the ACT test.

This course will fulfill both Composition 101 and 102 for 6 total college credits from Crowder College.

This course will consist of composition and grammar, vocabulary, novel, and world literature survey.  Reviews grammar and perfects writing skills needed for college, including a critical-analytical research paper.  Included in the literature study are The Odyssey, drama and a survey of world literature. 

1305 CREATIVE WRITING

Grade 12
One Credit

Pre-Requisite:  Introduction to Creative Writing

Students will study other creative writers and stretch their imagination and creative writing skills to publish poetry, short stories, and drama.  Self-motivation is required for success in this class.  Students will maintain a portfolio and will submit their works to various publications and/or contests.

Recommended for students who are planning to attend college. ] Did you know… there is one violent crime every 22 seconds in the United States and every 14 minutes in Missouri; the internet is creating a new form of social isolation; people are waiting longer to get married; newborn babies only see in black and white; television reduces the attention span; hunting & gathering, bartering, and polygamy are still practice in the world today; and cremation is becoming a popular burial option?  Come explore these topics (and many more) and how it affects the society we live in.  Sociology is intended to prepare students for careers dealing with health and social services, corrections, counseling, government services, and community work.  Real life experiences, guest speakers, and/or local field trips accompany many topics of study.
2209  PSYCHOLOGY  I 


Grades 11-12 
One Credit 
Recommended for students planning to attend college.  This course is a survey of major topics in psychology that includes units on personality theories, human development, biology, and levels of consciousness.  It is intended to give students a better understanding of factors that impact individual human behavior.  Partner activities, movie character analysis, and notebooks are required as well as many hands-on activities.

2301  AP AMERICAN GOVERNMENT ADV.  Grade 12
 One Credit
 Advanced
Pre-Requisite:  B+ or above in all 11th grade accelerated social studies courses or an A or A- in all non-accelerated courses required 

Course is a comprehensive study of all levels of government in the United States.  Intended to help the student develop an understanding of the process of government and to develop an appropriate sense of citizenship as participants in our democratic society. Students are required to take the Government Advanced Placement Exam.  Students are also required to attend out of school activities per instructor.

2302  AP  EUROPEAN HISTORY ADV
Grade 12
One Credit
Advanced
Pre-Requisite:  B+ or above in all 11th grade accelerated social studies courses or an A or A- in all non-accelerated courses required. 

Students will develop an understanding of the main themes in modern European history, including political and diplomatic, intellectual and cultural, and social and economic history. Using a college-level textbook, this course begins with the Renaissance and concludes with the demise of communism in Eastern Europe, the reunification of Germany, and the crisis of global terrorism.  This course includes history both as content and as methodology. Emphasis is placed on students developing intellectual and academic skills, including (1) effective analysis of such primary sources as documents, maps, statistics, and pictorial and graphic evidence; (2) effective note-taking; (3) clear and precise written expression; and (4) the ability to weigh evidence and reach conclusions on the basis of facts. Analyzing historical evidence and reading critical literary narratives is integrated into the chronologically ordered whole picture of the modern history of Europe. This course will conclude with students taking an AP Exam over European History.

MATHEMATICS
Three credits are required for graduation.

3005  INDIVIDUALIZED MATH CONCEPTS

Grade 9
One Credit

Pre-requisite:   Teacher recommendation

This course will target a student’s unattained objectives and him/her through a program that hones skills and re-teaches concepts in a practical and hands-on environment.

3104 INDIVIDUALIZED MATH CONCEPTS II

Grade 10-12
One Credit

Pre-requisite:  Teacher recommendation

This course will target a student’s unattained objectives and him/her through a program that hones skills and re-teaches concepts in a practical and hands-on environment.

3001 CONCEPTS OF ALGEBRA PART 1
Grade 9
 One Credit
Pre-requisite:  C or below in Pre-Algebra and/or below 75% on Pre-Algebra exit exam.

This course will cover topics that include:  equations, solving, graphing, and writing linear equations and inequalities.  This is the first course in a series of two courses designed to take the end of course exam.  (This course is NOT designed to prepare students for college mathematics.)
3006B  
CONCEPTS OF ALGEBRA PART 1 


Semester 1
Grade 9
½  Credit
This is for students who failed only the first semester.  This class will only be offered in the spring. 
3007A  
CONCEPTS OF ALGEBRA PART 1 


Semester 2
Grade 10
½  Credit
This is for students who failed only the second semester the previous year and did not attend summer school or make adequate progress in summer school. This class will only be offered in the fall.
3101  CONCEPTS OF ALGEBRA PART 2 Grade 10-12
One Credit
Pre-requisite:  One credit in Concepts of Algebra part 1 or ½ credit in Algebra 1.  

Topics to be covered are solving systems of linear equations and inequalities, properties of exponents, solve and graph quadratic functions, determine the difference between linear, exponential, and quadratic functions.  This is the second course in a series of two courses designed to take the end of course exam.  Completion of part 1 and part 2 is equivalent to Algebra 1.

3106A  
CONCEPTS OF ALGEBRA PART 2

Grade 11-12
½  Credit
This is for students who failed only the second semester the previous year and did not attend summer school or make adequate progress in summer school. This class will only be offered in the fall.
3002  ALGEBRA I



Grades 9-12
 One Credit
Pre-requisite:  Grade 9: C or above in Pre-Algebra, 75% or higher on the Pre-Algebra exit exam.  Grade 10: An A in Concepts of Algebra  Part 1or credit recovery from Algebra 1

Topics will include solving, graphing and writing linear equations and inequalities, operations with polynomials including factoring, determine the difference between linear, exponential, and quadratic functions, and apply these skills to various problem solving situations.  Designed to prepare students for college mathematics.  Students must score at least a 70% on the end of course exam in order to continue to the next college prep math class.
3003  ALGEBRA IIA


Grades 9-12 
One Credit
Accelerated
Pre-requisite:  A is required in Algebra I (and an A in Geometry or a B or above in Geometry A if the student has already taken it).

Objectives are similar to Algebra II but the course work is more extensive, demanding and rigorous.  (Calculator required). Algebra I concepts are reviewed and extended to higher levels.  Additional topics include rational & irrational expressions, quadratic relations, exponential & logarithmic functions, transformations, linear programming, matrices, sequences and conic sections.  

3004  ALGEBRA II


Grades 9-12 
One Credit
Pre-requisite:  Algebra I or equivalent credit required.    For grade 9, B or better in 8th grade Algebra I is required.  For grades 10-12, C or better is required in Algebra I (and Geometry if the student has already taken it).  

Algebra I concepts are reviewed and extended to higher levels.  Additional topics include rational & irrational expressions, quadratic relations, exponential & logarithmic functions, transformations, linear programming, matrices, sequences and conic sections.  (Calculator required.) 

3102 GEOMETRY A


Grades 10 -12 
One Credit
Accelerated
Pre-requisite:  An A in Algebra II or and A or B in Algebra IIA.  With permission of department chairperson students in grades 10-12 may take concurrently with Algebra IIA.

Topics include analysis of geometric concepts, area and volume of 2-or-3 dimensional figures.  The concepts of space geometry are integrated with plane geometry throughout this course.  Includes and introduction to trigonometry, coordinate geometry and transformations.
3103  GEOMETRY


Grades 10-12 
One Credit
Pre-requisite:  C or higher in Algebra II.  With permission from department chairperson, the students in grades 10-12 may take this course concurrently with Algebra II.

Topics include analysis of geometric concepts, area and volume of 2-or-3 dimensional figures.  The concepts of space geometry are integrated with plane geometry throughout this course.  Includes and introduction to trigonometry, coordinate geometry and transformations.

3204  CONCEPTS OF GEOMETRY  

Grades 11-12
One Credit

Pre-requisite:  Credit in Concepts of Algebra part 2 or Algebra 1
Topics to be covered consist of slope, parallel lines and angle relationships, right triangle relationships, congruent triangles, similar polygons, area, and volume. With permission of department chair may take concurrently with Concepts of Algebra Part 2.

3201 ALGEBRA III



Grades 11-12
One Credit

Pre-requisite:  C or above in Algebra 2 and Geometry OR permission of the department chairperson.  With the permission of the department chairperson, students in grades 11-12 may take this course concurrently with Geometry or Geometry A (if they have already taken Algebra 2).

This course covers the same topics in a full year that College Algebra/Trigonometry covers during the first semester (algebra of functions, including linear, quadratic, polynomial, rational, radical, exponential, and logarithmic).  Students are NOT required to take this course prior to College Algebra/Trigonometry.  It is designed for students who plan to attend college but do not feel adequately prepared to take a College Algebra course.

3203 COLLEGE ALGEBRA TRIG A  

Grades 11-12
One Credit
Accelerated

Pre-requisite:  B or above in Algebra 2 (or 2A) and Geometry (or A) or permission of the department chairperson.

This course covers the algebra of functions, including linear, quadratic, polynomial, rational, radical, exponential, and logarithmic.  It also covers triangle trigonometry and the functions of trigonometry.  This course is excellent preparation for college mathematics, including calculus.  NOT a dual credit course.  (Graphing calculator required—may be checked out from the teacher.)

3202 DUAL ENROLLMENT COLLEGE ALGEBRA/TRIGONOMETRY A                                                                                    Grades 11-12   One Credit     
Accelerated
Fees:  Approximately $300 for five hours of credit from Crowder College.

Pre-requisite:  B or above in Algebra 2 (or 2A) and Geometry (or A) plus a 22 or better on the math subtest of the ACT or a qualifying score on the COMPASS exam.

This course covers the algebra of functions, including linear, quadratic, polynomial, rational, radical, exponential, and logarithmic.  It also covers triangle trigonometry and the functions of trigonometry.  This course is excellent preparation for college mathematics, including calculus.  (Graphing calculator required—may be checked out from the teacher.)
3301  MATH ANALYIS A



Grade 12  
One Credit
Accelerated
Pre-requisite:  C or better in College Algebra/Trigonometry

Topics will include advanced algebra and trigonometry concepts, matrices, sequences and series, and probability and statistics.  (Graphing calculator required—may be checked out from the teacher.)
3302  DUAL ENROLLMENT CALCULUS ADV Grade 12
One Credit
Advanced

Fees:  Approximately $300 for five hours of credit from Crowder College.

Pre-requisite: B or above in College Algebra/Trigonometry and either Crowder College credit in College Algebra, a 26 on the math subtest of the ACT, or a qualifying score on the COMPASS exam.

This course covers derivatives and integrals of polynomials, rational, radical, exponential, logarithmic, and trigonometric functions and applications of these concepts.   (Graphing calculator required—may be checked out from the teacher.)

3303  CALCULUS ADV


Grade 12 
One Credit
Advanced

Pre-requisite:  B or above in College Algebra/Trigonometry or permission of the department chairperson.

This course covers derivatives and integrals of polynomials, rational, radical, exponential, logarithmic, and trigonometric functions and applications of these concepts.  This is NOT a dual enrollment class.  (Graphing calculator required—may be checked out from the teacher.)
SCIENCE
Three credits are required for graduation.
4001  PHYSICAL SCIENCE A 


Grade 9
One Credit
Accelerated

 Pre-Requisite:  A in Algebra 1
This course is an introductory course to physics and chemistry. Topics include: scientific method, properties of matter, motion laws, energy, electromagnetic spectrum, structure of an atom, density, structure of the periodic table, chemical bonds and law of conservation of mass. Students will also learn about light and waves. Learning skills include: lab reports, research papers, models or projects to explain topics being discussed, and presentations to class.  Emphasis on calculations and writing.

4002  PHYSICAL SCIENCE  

Grade 9 
One Credit  

This course is an introductory course to physics and chemistry. Topics include: scientific method, properties of matter, motion laws, energy, electromagnetic spectrum, structure of an atom, density, structure of the periodic table, chemical bonds and law of conservation of mass. Students will also learn about light and waves. Learning skills include: lab reports, research papers, models or projects to explain topics being discussed, and presentations to class.
4003  EARTH SCIENCE  

Grade 10-12 
One Credit  

Students who enjoy the study of geology, weather, and astronomy are encouraged to take this introductory level laboratory-based course.  This course introduces earth science basic principles including investigation of rocks, minerals, and fossils, the Earth’s geologic history, and plate tectonics.  Also included is a thorough study of the water cycle, the solar system, stars, galaxies, and the universe.  Special topics are included within some areas with emphasis on the investigation process.  

4101  CHEMISTRY IA  


Grades 10-12 
One Credit  
Accelerated
Pre-Requisite:  Algebra I required – Algebra II recommended

A lab course that examines structure, properties, and interactions of matter and energy and the changes it undergoes.  This college preparation class is designed for those with an interest in all science related fields of study.   Emphasis is on basic concepts and problem solving related to chemistry.  Scientific calculator required.

4102 CHEMISTRY I


Grades10-12 
One Credit
Pre-Requisite:  Algebra I required

This course is a lab course that surveys structure of matter and its interactions.   It is a college preparation class that offers fundamental understanding of chemistry concepts and applications to all fields of study.  Scientific calculator required.

4201  BIOLOGY I 


Grade 11-12 
One Credit 
Grade 10 elective but must be taken concurrently with Chemistry.  This course examines the process of living things, cells, genetics, zoology, molecular biology, dissection, and ecology.  Labs and experiments, reading, writing, and research required.  The course material is similar to Biology IA, but somewhat less rigorous.

4202  BIOLOGY IA  


Grades 11-12 
One Credit
Accelerated
Pre-Requisite:   B or above in previous accelerated science course or an A in previous science course required. 
Grade 10 elective but must be taken concurrently with Chemistry.

In depth analysis of basic processes of living things such as photosynthesis, diffusion, cells, reproduction, inherited traits, etc. and other fields such as embryology, food chains, disease, genetic family study, zoology, and environmental interaction.  Instruction includes lecture, lab, dissection, field trips, computers, videos, and use of microscope.  The coursework is similar to Biology I but more rigorous.  

4203  BIOLOGY II ADV   Dual Enrollment 
Grades 11-12
 One Credit 
 Advanced    

Pre-Requisite:  B or above in Biology I.

General Biology is an introduction to the study of biology and covers principles of life science from the chemical basis of life to the interactions between living organisms and their environment. The unifying biological principles of cell structure and function, genetics, development, metabolism, reproduction and ecology are addressed. This course fulfills General Education Requirements in Science and is a preparatory course for persons entering health-related professions. A practical laboratory component emphasizes scientific investigations and supports lecture material.  This course does not include mammal dissection.  

4208  BIOLOGY II ADV   
Grades 11-12
 One Credit 
 Advanced    

Pre-Requisite:  B or above in Biology I.

General Biology is an introduction to the study of biology and covers principles of life science from the chemical basis of life to the interactions between living organisms and their environment. The unifying biological principles of cell structure and function, genetics, development, metabolism, reproduction and ecology are addressed. This course fulfills General Education Requirements in Science and is a preparatory course for persons entering health-related professions. A practical laboratory component emphasizes scientific investigations and supports lecture material.  
4212  
ANATOMY/ENTOMOLGY A
Grades 11-12
 One Credit 
 Accelerated    

Pre-Requisite:  Students must have completed Biology I with a B or Biology IA with a C.  Exceptions can be made with instructor’s permission
This course will be taught with two distinct semesters:  one of Anatomy and another of Entomology.  The anatomy component provides an in-depth study of the human body and its systems.  Activities include studies of the human body, its physiology, the mechanics of its actions, nutrition in the body, types of tissue and their development, investigation of medical careers, counseling for future class choices, and activities.  The second component, entomology, focuses on the study of insects including many hands-on investigations, classification, research, and application of data and knowledge.  An insect collection is a major grade in the course.
4210
ZOOLOGY ADVANCED
Grades 11-12 
One Credit
Advanced
Pre-Requisite:   B or above in Biology I

This course investigates several areas of animal life.  The course will provide a detailed comparison of the major groups of animals.  Students will examine the relationships among groups, classification of organisms, comparative anatomy, identification, animal behavior, and ecology.  There will be a large emphasis on the native species of Missouri.  Instruction will include lecture, labs, film, dissections, field trips, and guest lecturers.  
4211 
ZOOLOGY ADV DUAL ENROLLMENT Grades 11-12 
One Credit
Advanced
Pre-Requisite:   B or above in Biology I

This course investigates several areas of animal life.  The course will provide a detailed comparison of the major groups of animals.  Students will examine the relationships among groups, classification of organisms, comparative anatomy, identification, animal behavior, and ecology.  There will be a large emphasis on the native species of Missouri.  Instruction will include lecture, labs, film, dissections, field trips, and guest lecturers.  This class fulfills general education requirements in science and is a preparatory course for persons 
4206  CHEMISTRY ADV  


Grade 11-12
One Credit
 Advanced
Pre-Requisite:    A in Chemistry IA or  A in Chemistry I with teacher permission is required

A college level general chemistry course with emphasis on mathematical problem solving and treatment of data.  A lab and preparation course for all science intensive careers.  Scientific calculator required.
4207  PHYSICS IA  



Grades 11-12
 One Credit
 Accelerated  

Pre-Requisite:    B or above in Trig is required

Physics forms the foundation for all other science courses.  Mathematics based in-depth analysis of concepts of linear mechanics, rotational mechanics, thermodynamics, work, power, energy, momentum and properties of matter. Focus will be on problem solving and application of concepts or principles in laboratory activities.
FINE ARTS
One credit is required for graduation.
5101  ART I  



Grades 9-12
 One Credit  

This course explores the elements and principles of art, the use of various art mediums, two-dimensional, and three-dimensional.   The textbook The Visual Experience is used.  Projects include realistic pencil drawings of faces, clay pots, color mixing, tempera painting, block printing, and perspective.  Art appreciation and criticism will be studied through the text, videos and slides.  

5102  ART II  



Grades 10-12
 One Credit
Pre-Requisite:  B or above in both semesters of Art I.

Projects will include pencil drawing, painting, print making, sculpture, pottery, scratchboard, and tooling.  Projects will be more advanced than the Art I level, and include more media.  Both two and three-dimensional work will be done in this class.  Art history and appreciation will be covered to expand students’ knowledge of art and artists through the text, videos and slides. 

5103  ART III 



Grades 11-12
 One Credit 
Pre-Requisite:  B or above in both semesters of Art II.

Art III is an advanced course in which advanced techniques and mediums will be taught in both two and three dimensional work.  Projects include drawing, painting, clay, pottery, sculpture, scratchboard and tooling.  Art history and art appreciation will be covered to expand students’ knowledge of art and artists.  On an individual basis, students may be allowed to pursue individual projects based on their interests or needs.

5104  ART IV 



Grade 12 
One Credit 

Pre-Requisite: B or above in both semesters of Art III

Art IV is an advanced studio course in which students will receive individual instruction in the pursuit of their individual interests in media, techniques, projects, and study of famous art and artists.  Students will work on projects that are jointly planned by themselves and the instructor.  Curriculum will be individually designed to meet each student’s needs.  Students who take this class must be self-motivated and desire to work at a high level.  Students will have as their goal a portfolio of completed artwork, helpful to those who want to major in Art.

5105  DUAL ENROLLMENT ART APPRECIATION


Grade 11-12
½ Credit       Dual Enrollment

This course is a topical survey of major concepts in the visual arts and their relation to the societies which produced them.  Students will have an introduction to art history, contemporary art, vocabulary used in discussing art works and processes.  As a result, the student will develop a better understanding of the visual arts and how it can relate to their own lives.  

The student is required to pay all fees and tuition costs to Crowder College.  Students must take Music Appreciation 2nd semester to fulfill the additional ½ credit for Fine Art requirements.  

5203  SENIOR ORCHESTRA  

Grades 9-12
One Credit

Pre-Requisite:  Student must be enrolled and in good standing in orchestra the previous year.  IF a student was not in orchestra the previous year, they must audition with the director.
Continues development of instruments used in previous orchestra class.  An investment of outside practice time is expected by all members of this orchestra.

5106  ART APPRECIATION

Grade 9-12
 ½ Credit

The student will learn to understand and respect all different kinds of Art.  They will be able to respond emotionally and intelligently to a wide range of art of many cultures and styles.  They will understand the social uses of art and the importance to its culture and time-period.  Students will develop knowledge and understanding for artistic achievements and acquire an overview of their own art heritage and why art is an essential ingredient of all human cultures.  Students will read, write, and create artwork that coincides with the chapters discussed.  (Students should take Music Appreciation 1st semester and this course 2nd semester to fulfill the required fine art credit.)  

5201 MUSIC APPRECIATION 

Grade 9-12
½  Credit

The student will learn to understand and respect different kinds of music.  They will be able to respond emotionally and intelligently to a wide range of music of many cultures and styles.  They will understand the social uses of music and the importance to its culture and time-period.  Students will develop knowledge and understanding for superlative human musical achievements and acquire an overview of their own music heritage and why music is an essential ingredient of all human cultures.

Students wanting dual enrollment Art Appreciation will take this class 2nd semester or will take non dual enrollment Art Appreciation 2nd semester to fulfill the required fine art credit.  

5204  JAZZ ENSEMBLE 


Grades 9-12
One Credit 

Pre-Requisite:  Co-enrollment in Wildcat Band, audition, and director’s approval required. 

This ensemble studies and performs a variety of literature, including swing, jazz and rock.  Each year, the group performs at concerts, adjudicated festivals, selected home basketball games and various community activities.  Emphasis is placed on developing ensemble playing and improvisation skills.  Membership requires a high degree of musical skill and personal discipline.  Members of the Jazz Ensemble must also be members of the Wildcat Band. 

5206  WILDCAT BAND 

Grades 9-12 
One Credit
 Pre-Requisite:  Student must be enrolled and in good standing in band the previous year.  If a student was not in band the previous year, they must audition with the director(s) at which time a decision is made about admittance.  

Wildcat Band is divided into two different performing groups-Marching Band during the fall and Concert Band during the winter and spring.  This course is a year long course which means the student must be in both the marching and concert bands.

Marching Band—is a co-curricular performance organization whose purpose is to perform during home football games, several marching band competitions pep rallies, parades and other community activities.  This organization is one of the largest and most visible, which means the students get to participate in an exciting part of Neosho High School.  A student must be very dedicated to the marching band because of the hours it takes to make this organization superior.  Attendance at all performance, rehearsals held before, during and after school are required and part of the student’s grade. 

Concert/Symphonic Band—Try-outs will be conducted for the two bands.  Symphonic band will work with more rigorous literature.  Various styles of band literature are used to develop individual and group performance skills.  Emphasis is placed on proper breathing, tone quality, intonation, articulation, development of range, music reading skills etc.  Students grow as educated music performers, both individually and collectively.  The Concert Band presents two to three concerts each year, participates in the district and state festival and other festivals as deemed appropriate.  Extended experiences are possible through various solos and small ensembles which may be offered contingent on student interest and participation.  

5207  KEYBOARDING/PIANO INSTRUCTION Grades 10-12

One Credit  

Students will learn basic theory and principals of piano.  Each student will practice and learn at his/her own pace as set by the teacher.  This course will allow students to learn basic piano skills, including sight reading and preparation of actual pieces on the piano.   This course can be for a beginning piano student or one who has taken piano for years.  Each student will have his/her own keyboard with headphones in class.   This is a fun and exciting class and is for beginning to advanced music students.  
5301  CONCERT CHOIR 


Grades 9-12
One Credit                    

Student training will emphasize fundamentals of music literacy, tone production, sight reading and intonation. Students will perfect their ability in vocal production, develop proficiency in sight reading, develop a familiarity with musical terms and theory, and be capable to perform advanced choral literature.  Students will perform at concerts and contest events.  This is a beginning choir class to work up to other choir classes.  Selected by audition  

5302  CHORALEERS 


Grades 9-12
One Credit

Students are selected by singing and dancing audition in the spring of the previous year.

 Fees:  Purchase show choir outfit and T-shirt (approximately $200.00 (fund raising will deter costs)

Pre-Requisite:  Must be enrolled in Cecilian or Concert Choir unless weighted or required core classes are needed.
This group is a small, select choral ensemble, working primarily with the popular idioms of jazz, swing, and rock.  Students will gain the ability to work in professional music, gain a greater understanding of popular vocal and dance techniques, and have more frequent opportunities for public performance.  Attendance at all performances and rehearsals held before, during, and after school are required and part of the student’s grade.
5303  CECILIAN CHOIR  

Grades 9-12 
One Credit        Audition Only  

Provides the highest level of choral experience and prepares students for musical performance at the collegiate and professional levels.  Students will gain an aesthetic understanding, receive advanced instruction in sight reading and ear training, experience varied musical styles from a historical perspective, and gain a high degree of performing excellence.  Students will perform at programs and contest events.

5304   WILDCAT CHOIR 


Grade 9
One Credit

Fees:  Purchase of approximately $14.00 shirt.

Students will study basic music skills including vocabulary and notation of music, fundamentals of tone production, singing in two to four part harmony, and becoming acquainted with styles and periods of music. The class is designed to prepare students for concert choir.  Students will perform at programs and contest events.

5305  SUGAR & SPICE

Grades 9-12 
One Credit

Students are selected by singing and dancing audition in the spring of the previous year.

Fees:  Purchase show choir outfit and T-shirt (approximately $200 and fund raising will deter costs)

Pre-Requisite: Must be a female enrolled in Cecilian or Concert Choir unless weighted or required core classes are needed.  

This group is a small, select girls choral ensemble, working primarily with the popular idioms of jazz, swing, and rock.  Students will gain the ability to work in professional music, gain a greater understanding of popular vocal and dance techniques, and have more frequent opportunities for public performance.  Attendance at all performances and rehearsals held before, during and after school are required and part of the student's grade. 

THEATER
5401  DRAMA I  



Grades 9-12 
One Credit
Drama I contains a study of pantomime, improvisation and acting techniques, theater appreciation, oral interpretation, children's literature, theater history, staging techniques.  This class is performance oriented.  Students will be responsible for memorized individual and duet performances including a one act play.  They will also write, cast, direct, and set design a radio show.

5402  DRAMA II 



Grades 10-12 
One Credit
Pre-Requisite:  Drama I required.  Teacher recommendation

Drama II contains a study of advanced acting techniques including pantomime and improvisation, memorized individual and group performance, original puppet show, and scripting a reader’s theatre. Students will be responsible for memorized individual and group performances plus scripting a reader’s theatre. 

5403  DRAMA III 


Grades 11-12 
One Credit
Pre-Requisite:  Drama I & II or Oral Interpretation required.  Teacher Recommendation

Drama III contains the study of basic technical theater concepts.  Students will learn the fundamentals of set design, lighting design and principles, basic set construction and scene painting.  This class will also assist with the spring and fall productions.  Students will be responsible for individual and group projects.

5404 DRAMA IV



Grade 12
One Credit

Pre-Requisite:  Successful completion of Drama I, II, III required.  Teacher Recommendation

This is a class for advanced drama students to develop theatrical skills to a higher level.  Units will include advance design including set, costume, and prop; advanced constructions including set, costume and prop; play writing and performance and prop book construction.  Work on the fall, spring and contest shows are required.

5405 THEATRE APPRECIATION 

 Grades 9-12 
One Credit
Students Theatre Appreciation contains an in depth study of past and present cultures by studying playwrights and plays.  Each historical period beginning with the Greeks-Aeschylus, Sophocles, and Euripides to the present including Neil Simon, Arthur Miller, and Stephen Gregg will be studied.  The Elizabethan period and William Shakespeare will be emphasized.  Written analyses, essays and research projects are required.
PRACTICAL ARTS
One Credit required for graduation from any area.  Students can count Personal Finance (1/2 credit) as ½ credit of practical art to graduate.  

6001  PERSONAL FINANCE  
Grades 11 -12
½ Credit.


Personal Finance presents essential knowledge and skills to make informed decisions about real world financial issues.  The course’s content is designed to help the learner make wise spending, saving, and credit decisions and to make effective use of income to achieve personal financial success.  

This course can be taken with any ½ credit courses offered in this catalog.
BUSINESS & MARKETING

6002  INTRODUCTION TO BUSINESS                                                                                                     Grades 9-12
One Credit

Students will develop general business skills and prepare financial records.  This introductory course covers such topics as how businesses are formed and how they operate.  The course sets a foundation for students in future business classes and helps develop basic consumer skills.  

6003  ACCOUNTING I   



Grades 10-12 
One Credit   

The course focuses on general record keeping skills.  Students learn to journalize entries, create financial statements, prepare payroll records, and maintain checking accounts. The course is designed either for personal use or for the student who plans to major in any business field in college.  

6004  ACCOUNTING IIA


 Grades 11-12
 One Credit 
Accelerated
Pre-Requisite:  C or Better in two semesters of Accounting I

Students will learn to prepare and analyze detailed financial records.  This course is designed for students who may be planning a career in accounting.  
6005  BUSINESS LAW


Grades 10-12
 ½  Credit 

The study of various aspects of law and their application to everyday life is the basis of this course.  Topics covered include: the court system and procedures, criminal law, civil law and contract law.  Students will read actual court cases, analyze the facts, and act as judge and jury for each situation.  Students will perform a mock trial.  (Can be taken opposite of Personal Finance or management)

6006  MANAGEMENT 


Grades 10-12 
½ Credit 
This upper-level course explores the fundamentals of organizing businesses, marketing products and services, managing employees, and making business decisions. Students will develop their own company as part of a business simulation.  (Can be taken opposite of Personal Finance or Business Law)

6007  COMPUTER APPLICATIONS I   
Grades 9-12

 One Credit 

Basic keyboarding is first reviewed. The students will learn to use the computer to create documents using business software.  Major assignments are typing and formatting letters and reports.

6008  COMPUTER APPLICATIONS II  
Grades 10-12

  One Credit

Pre-Requisite:  C or better in Computer Applications I.

Students use word processing, formatting spreadsheets, multimedia presentations, and using the computer to gather information.  Students will learn to use advanced features of the Microsoft Office Suite, meeting specific criteria.  Major assignments are typing, formatting, and correcting documents in Microsoft Word, Excel, and Power Point. 

6009  COMPUTER APPLICATIONS IIIA 
Grades 11-12
 One Credit
 Accelerated 

Pre-Requisite: C or better in Computer Applications II.

Course objectives are viewing web presentations, applying animation and clip art effects, exports and import information between software.  Students will be able to create documents that meet strict standards using Microsoft Office Suite. Major assignments are typing, formatting, and correcting documents in Microsoft Word, Excel, Access, and Power Point.  

6010   DUAL ENROLLMENT BUSINESS COMPUTER APPLICATIONS   
Grade 11-12  
 ½ credit

During the course of this semester students will learn about word processing, database, spreadsheet, and presentation applications in business.  In Word, students will learn about graphics, flyers, resume, term paper with footnotes, and reference pages. In Excel, students will learn about creating workbooks, multiple worksheets, using functions, creating charts and graphs, and manipulating data.  In Access, students will learn about databases, reports, tables and queries.  In PowerPoint, students will learn about creating a presentation, using multiple slides, inserting graphics, animation, transitions, and presentation.

(Must be taken with Dual Enrollment Computer Applications)

Commitment: This is a two semester commitment which can be taken as an accelerated course or dual credit (accelerated and college credit through Crowder College Neosho). Students who opt for dual credit will receive 3 credit hours for each successfully completed semester (6 credit hours total).  If you enroll in one semester you will NOT be allowed to change your schedule for the second semester. 

6011   DUAL ENROLLMENT COMPUTER APPLICATIONS   

Grade 11-12      ½ credit

During the course of this semester students will learn about word processing, database, spreadsheet, and presentation applications.  Learning is enhanced by using current business software and hands-on experience with computers. The following programs will be covered in class:  Word, Excel, Access, and Power Point.   (Must take with Dual Enrollment Business Computer Applications)

Commitment: This is a two semester commitment which can be taken as an accelerated course or dual credit. Students who opt for dual credit will receive 3 credit hours for each successfully completed semester. If you enroll in one semester you will NOT be allowed to change your schedule for the second semester. 

6013   MULTIMEDIA 


Grades 10-12 
½ Credit   
Pre-Requisite:  Credit in Computer Applications I recommended.

Students will learn to use Microsoft Power Point as well as hardware such as scanner, video camera, digital camera, and video projector.  Course content includes creating a slide show, inserting charts and graphs, and enhancing presentations.  Major assignment includes multimedia presentation. (Offered with Internet OR personal finance)

6014   INTERNET 


Grades 10-12 
½ Credit 

Pre-Requisite:  Credit in Computer Applications I recommended. 

Students will learn to efficiently search the Internet for many types of information.  Scavenger hunt techniques will be used.  Vocabulary, address interpretation and developing web pages will be included in this course.  Students and parents must sign a Technology Use Agreement.  (Offered with Multimedia or Personal finance).

FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCES
6110  FAMILY, FOOD, AND CAREERS           Grades 9-10
 

One Credit               This course is designed to prepare students for success in their future career and family life.  This will be accomplished by promoting personal growth and leadership development, exploring family and consumer sciences related careers, and solving problems that impact the work and family.  One semester will be devoted to nutrition, food selection and preparation.  Students will recognize the emotional, social, and physical role food has in the daily diet and prepares nutritious foods.
6104   FOOD NUTRITION & WELLNESS I  

Grades 10-12
 ½ Credit

Offered with Foods and Nutrition II

An instructional program that prepares individuals to understand the principles of nutrition and how to maintain a healthy life style. Attention will be given to the selection and preparation of food and personal health and well being.  

6105   FOOD NUTRITION & WELLNESS II  

Grades 10-12

 ½ Credit  
Pre-Requisite:  Must have had 1 semester of 8th grade Food Basics, Family, Food, and Career, or Food Nutrition and Wellness I
This course is designed for students who are interested in understanding the principles of nutrition and food preparation.  Attention will be given to the selection and preparation of food and personal health.  Emphasis will be on foods to create meals for families along with regional and foreign foods.  
6106 HOUSING/INTERIOR DESIGN  

Grades 10-12
    One Credit 

This course includes the study of basic types of housing, choosing a place to live, comparing the cost of renting and buying a home, the study of home styles from the 18th century to the present, elements of design including color, furniture and room arrangement and creating a livable design.  Emphasis is placed on floor plans and design as students plan, decorate and furnish a selected home for a portfolio.  Students will have a list of needed supplies to complete the course.

6108   HUMAN DEVELOPMENT

Grades 10-12
  One Credit
This course focuses on the four areas of development and how it impacts all individuals.  Students will study prenatal development, labor and delivery, and development from birth through the aging process.  Use of the Empathy Bell Pregnancy Simulator and Real Care Baby parent simulator are utilized. 

INDUSTRIAL TECHNOLOGY
6201  COMPUTER AIDED DRAFTING I 
Grades 9-12
 One Credit

This class is the first step for students interested in engineering, architecture and drafting as a career.  It provides students an exploratory experience in a variety of careers dealing with computer aided design. The first half of the year will be used to learn computer drafting techniques as they apply to mechanical drafting.  The second half of the year will be used to apply computer drafting techniques in an architectural setting.
6202  COMPUTER AIDED DRAFTING II
Grades 10-12
 One Credit
Pre-Requisite:  Computer Aided Drafting I
CAD II students will use skills developed in CAD I to further explore a variety of careers and projects using AutoCAD.  An emphasis will be placed on Mechanical and Architectural Design.  Students will learn to create scale models of their designs.
6203   GRAPHICS TECHNOLOGY I 

Grades 10-12 
One Credit
Fees:  Will have to pay for materials for projects a student chooses to make and provide own headphones.
This course provides students with job getting and job keeping skills, as well as works to develop vocational skills in the area of graphics communication. They will also learn how to operate video cameras and video editing equipment to produce multiple hands on projects such as; video-photography, video creation, photography, and photography.  A DVD portfolio will be created by the end of the year.  
6204  GRAPHICS TECHNOLOGY II 
Grades 11-12
One Credit 

Pre-Requisite:  Graphics Technology I and instructor permission

Fees:  Will have to pay for materials for projects a student chooses to make and provide own head phones.
In this class the students will study how to produce a TV newscast of school/local community and special events and will design and produce their own TV show.  The programs will be supplemented by student-generated graphics.  A continuing study of vocational skills in the area of graphics communications will be studied.  After school hours are required to cover extra curricular events for broadcast.

6205 GRAPHICS TECHNOLOGY III 


Grade 12
 One Credit

Pre-Requisite:  Graphics Technology II and instructor permission

Fees:  Will have to pay for materials for projects a student chooses to make and provide their own head phones.
A continuation of the study of video and graphics production with more advanced projects and assignments.  After school hours are required to cover events for broadcast. 

6206  WOOD TECHNOLOGY I 

Grades 9-12 
One Credit
Fees:  Approximately $25.00 for materials and supplies.

This course offers a survey of the materials, tools, and processes involved in wood products manufacturing.  Students are exposed to a survey of tools, materials, and processes associated with the woodworking industry.  They will use hand tools, and power machinery to construct required projects from wood.  Students will pay for supplies and materials used in constructing their projects.

6207  WOOD TECHNOLOGY II  

Grades 10-12 
One Credit
 Pre-Requisite:   C or above in both semesters of Wood Technology I

Fees:  Approximately $50.00 for materials and supplies.

This course offers a more in-depth study of the tools, materials and processes of woodworking.  Students will plan and construct required projects.  The manufacturing aspect of woodworking will be emphasized.  Students will pay for supplies and materials used in the construction of projects.

6208  WOOD TECHNOLOGY III  


Grades 11-12
 One Credit 

 Pre-Requisite:  C or above in both semester of Wood Technology II required.

Fees:  Approximately $100.00 for materials and supplies.

This course is a continuation of study of wood technology with more difficult projects and problems.  Student will plan and construct an individual project within assigned limits.

6209  WOOD TECHNOLOGY IV  
       

 Grade 12 
One Credit

Pre-Requisite:  C or above in both semesters of Wood III

Fees:  Will depend upon project choices

This course is designed for the student who has completed Woodworking I, II, and III.  It is a highly advanced study of furniture building techniques.  Student will plan and construct an individual project within assigned limits.
VOCATIONAL AGRICULTURE

6401   AGRICULTURE SCIENCE I           Grades 9-12         One Credit                      Fees:  Must join FFA (Dues $13.00)                    A course designed for instruction in Animal Science, Agricultural Careers, Leadership, Mechanics, and Supervised Agricultural Experience project (SAE).  Agribusiness principals and record keeping are introduced in this class.
6402   AGRICULTURE SCIENCE II          Grades 10-12
    One Credit                        Pre-Requisite:  Agriculture I and SAE project. Fees:  Must join FFA (Dues $13.00)                 A course of the study of plants, soils careers, leadership, record keeping, field crops, and farm mechanics.
6403  AGRICULTURE STRUCTURES 
Grades 10-12       One Credit

Pre-Requisite:   Agriculture Science I and Agriculture Science II and S.A.E. project.

Fees:  Will pay materials cost for projects a student chooses to make.  Must join FFA ($13.00)

This course will include electrical wiring concrete masonry, plumbing, surveying farm fences, and farm building problems. 

6404  AGRICULTURE CONSTRUCTION  Grades 11-12
 One Credit
Pre-Requisite:  Agriculture Science I, Agriculture Science II, and SAE project

Fees:  Will pay materials cost for projects a student chooses to make.  Must join FFA ($13.00)
This course deals with oxy-acetylene welding, arc welding, and the construction of major shop projects both metal and wood.   Option: With B or above grade, this course can be repeated for an additional one unit of credit.

6405  AGRICULTURAL BUSINESS, SALES, AND MARKETING  

Grades 11-12  
  One Credit

Pre-Requisite:  Completion of Agriculture Science I, Agriculture Science II
Fees:  Must join FFA (Dues $13.00)

This course covers human relations, personal inventory, careers in selling, and other experiences necessary for employment in agribusiness engaged in marketing, purchasing and storing, grading, and transporting supplies and products.  Students will become more familiar with Agricultural Business.

6409 FISH AND WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT

Grades 11-12
 Two Credits 

Pre-Requisite:  SAE project and FFA membership and have two hours in schedule during the day.

Students will assist teachers in performance of assigned duties.  

7604  CADET TEACHING 

Grade 12  
One-Two Credits
Pre-Requisite:  Application Process--Students are accepted into cadet teaching on the basis of grades, attendance, discipline records, and teacher recommendations.  A limited number of cadet teaching positions are available based on the number of cooperating teachers within the school district.  First preference given to A+ students that need to complete their 50 hours of tutoring/mentoring.  Meets two consecutive hours in one semester for a total of one credit in one semester.  Can be taken both semesters for a total of two credits. 

Cadet teaching is a class for those who plan to consider a career in the classroom and could benefit from the guidance and leadership of an experienced teacher.  While assigned to a teacher within the Neosho R-V District, students will observe, tutor/mentor, teach, and perform other tasks required by the cooperating teacher.  To leave campus to go to another building, the student must provide his/her own transportation.

One Credit

Cadets will receive ½ Physical Education as well as ½ elective credits with satisfactory participation and performance for each semester.  This course is structured as follows:

7203   GERMAN III 


Grades 11-12 
One Credit

 Pre-Requisite:   C or above in German II required

This course is a continuation of the study of the German language, focusing on oral and written communication.  German literature will be introduced with cultural units.

7204   GERMAN IV 


Grade 12 
 One Credit
Pre-Requisite:    C or above in German III required.

This course is a continuation of German III, focusing on reading German literature.  Composition and culture are also emphasized.

7205   SPANISH I  


Grades 9-12
 One Credit  

Pre-Requisite:  C or above in previous English course required

This course focuses on speaking Spanish, with an emphasis on grammar, vocabulary, listening and an introduction to reading skills. Course also includes cultural studies.

7206   SPANISH II  


Grades 10-12 
One Credit

Pre-Requisite:    C or above in Spanish I required

This course is a more advanced study of grammar, writing, culture and reading skills.  Vocabulary is increased and an emphasis is placed on individual composition and speaking.

7207  SPANISH III  



Grades 11-12 
One Credit

Pre-Requisite:    C or above in Spanish II required

This course is a continuation of Spanish II focusing on culture, oral and written communication.  

7208   SPANISH IV  



Grade 12

Pre-Requisite:    C or above in Spanish III required

This course is a continuation of Spanish III focusing on reading Spanish literature, grammar and vocabulary.  Composition and culture are also emphasized.  

7209   SPANISH FOR NATIVE SPEAKERS  Grade 9-12

Pre-Requisite:    Must be a native Spanish speaker.  Students will improve their reading and writing skills in the Spanish language by exploring the varied cultures of Spanish speaking countries.  The goal of the class is to be fluent Spanish speakers, readers, and writers.  Course may be repeated once for credit.

Advanced techniques and methods used in the study of prose, poetry, humorous, and dramatic literature will be studied.  Students in this class will comprise the junior varsity and varsity speech squad. Competition in at least two interscholastic speech tournaments a semester is required for passing this class. Students will also take part in school and community presentations.

Competition in at least two interscholastic speech tournaments a semester is required for passing this class. Students will also take part in school and community presentations.

7401   POLICY DEBATE I  


Grades 9-12 
One Credit

Pre-Requisite:   B or higher in English recommended. Instructor approval required

Policy Debate I is designed for those students who seek training in career fields that require a great deal of communication.  This class will debate the national policy debate topic for the entire year.  Students will also learn how to work with a partner in a team environment, improve speaking skills, research skills, and critical thinking skills.
