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I. SCHOOL ORGANIZATION 
 
ADMINISTRATION 
 Most routine questions can be answered in 
the Principal’s office. Questions about school 
policies not covered in the Student Handbook 
should be directed to the principal or assistant 
principals. 
 
GUIDANCE  
 The guidance office exists to assist students, 
teachers, and parents throughout the four years a 
student is in high school. The guidance office 
offers information on career exploration, 
graduation requirements, college and scholarship 
applications as well as personal counseling and 
referral information. The guidance office 
provides information and applications on 
national tests, such as the ACT and SAT. 
Students wishing to participate in college 
athletics MUST apply to the NCAA Clearing 
House; packets and information are available in 
the office. For more information or assistance, 
please call the office at 451-8672. 
 
HEALTH SERVICE 
 A student who becomes ill or in need of first 
aid treatment will be brought to the health office 
for treatment or further disposition. When 
possible and when it is indicated, parents will be 
called to come after the pupil. If the nurse is 
unable to contact the parent by phone, other 
means of contact will be employed. For those 
cases not sent home, the health room beds will 
be utilized. All medications prescribed by a 
physician, as well as all non-prescription 
medications, should be cleared with the school 
nurse or respective principal before being taken. 
If special instructions need to be followed, a 
physician’s written instructions are required for 
any prescribed student medication to be taken by 
the student while under the jurisdiction of the 
district.  
 
LIBRARY 
 The library is open from 8:00 a.m. until 4:30 
p.m. Students are encouraged to use this facility 
during free time and/or during class time as 
designated by the classroom teacher. No book 
bags are permitted in the library. 
 

 
NHS A+ PROGRAM 

Neosho High School was designated as 
an A+ school April 20, 2000. Students who 
successfully complete the A+ tuition 
requirements may attend any public Missouri 
junior college or vocational/technical school for 
two years with tuition, and fees paid by the A+ 
program. (Funding is subject to state approval 
annually.) A+ benefits may vary from year to 
year. 
 
A+ TUITION REQUIREMENTS 

To be eligible, each student must enter 
into a written agreement with the school during 
the last three years prior to high school 
graduation and: 
1. Have attended Neosho High School for 

three consecutive years prior to high 
school graduation; 

2. Have graduated from high school with a 
grade point average of 2.5 points or 
higher on a four-point scale. (7.5 on a 12 
point scale) 

3. Have at least a 95% attendance record for 
the four-year period (students may miss a 
maximum of 35 accumulated days of 
school grades 9-12); 

4. Have performed 50 hours of school 
supervised unpaid tutoring or mentoring 
for other students in the district; 

5. Have maintained a record of good 
citizenship and avoided the unlawful use 
of drugs (including alcohol). 

6. Apply for federal aid. (FAFSA) 
7. District Designation.  Neosho is a 

designated district.

�  Be enrolled for 2.5 credits (5 classes) each 
semester in order to be eligible to 
participate in any MSHSAA Sanctioned 
Activity. 

�  Enroll in Neosho High School full time the 
second semester if a course is failed or credit 
is lost due to excessive absences. 

�  Understand that part-time students may be at 
school only for scheduled classes, special 
activities, or with prior appointment with 
school personnel. 

�  Understand that he/she is eligible for senior 
activities and graduation, but it is the 
student’s responsibility to obtain information 
and meet all requirements for these activities. 

�  If you plan to qualify for the A+ tuition      
program you may only miss 30.5 days of 
school from grades 9-12 to meet the 95% 
attendance requirement. 

 
DUAL ENROLLMENT 
Neosho High School in conjunction with 
Crowder College offers senior and junior 
students an opportunity to earn college hours in 
addition to high school credits. Students are 
required by Crowder College to take the 
COMPASS test for enrollment and placement or 
meet ACT requirements.  Juniors must meet 
Crowder College specific course 
requirements.  Neosho High School is not 
responsible for tuition or fees that may occur.  
A+ funds cannot be utilized for this program.  
 
 
 

EARLY RELEASE: 
 
To qualify for early release, a student must: 
 
�  Meet the graduation requirements of the 

State Department of Elementary and 
Secondary Education and the Neosho R-5 
Board of Education. 

�  Apply by May 1 of the prior school year. 
�  Schedule a conference with the 

parent/guardian and the guidance counselor 
and/or principal May 1. 

�  Fulfill the fourth English credit through 
College English or another English course 
during summer school. 

�  If you plan to qualify for the A+ tuition      
program you may only miss 30.5 days of 
school from grades 9-12 to meet the 95% 
attendance requirement. 

�  Understand that students on early release 
may be at school only for special activities or 
with prior approval from school personnel 
during second semester. 

�  Understand that he/she is eligible for senior 
activities and graduation, but it is the 
student’s responsibility to obtain information 
and meet all requirements for these activities. 

 
For more information about any of these 
programs, see your counselor. 
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Independent Study and Summer School 
 
Neosho High School accepts academic credit 
earned from both summer school programs and 
correspondence courses. Summer school 
programs MUST BE accredited through the 
Missouri Department of Elementary and 
Secondary Education.  The University of 
Missouri Columbia has the largest program IN 
STATE.  Students must meet with their 
counselors PRIOR to enrolling in ANY 
correspondence course.

TESTING

Registration 
Missouri colleges prefer students submit an ACT 
score upon applying for admission.  The SAT 
may be required by out-of-state colleges. 
 
It is recommended that students planning to 
attend a vocational, two-year, or four-year 
college take the ACT or SAT test during the 
spring of their junior year.  Students may take 
the tests on any of the nationally scheduled dates 
and may retest as often as they choose.  It takes 

approximately three weeks for test results to be 
received in the counseling office. 
 
Test registration forms and information about 
which test colleges prefer is available in the 
counseling office.  Students are to complete 
registration forms and mail them directly to the 
testing company with payment.  The Neosho 
High School code or CEEB code is 262-350 
 

2005-2006 TESTING SCHEDULE 
 

MAP—(Missouri Assessment Program) This 
standardized test will be given in the spring.    
 
PLAN--The PLAN test is available to all 
interested sophomores during the school day in 
the fall. The test covers English, mathematics, 
reading, and science reasoning.  Results provide 
students with an early indication of their 
educational progress in view of the educational 
and career options they are considering after high 
school.  An interest inventory and study power 
assessment is also an important part of the 
results.  This test may be used as part of the 
nomination process for the Missouri Scholars’ 
Academy. 
 
PSAT---The Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude 
test (PSAT) will be given in the fall. 
Sophomores take the test as part of the 
nomination process for the Missouri Scholars’ 
Academy and as practice for the junior year 
when they may enter the National Merit 
Scholarship competition.  Juniors interested in 
the competition must take the PSAT to be 
considered. 
 
ACT--Neosho High School is a test center for 
the test dates listed below.  The regular 
registration cost in 2005-06 was $29.00. Late 
registration was $46.00.  Registration costs for 
2006-07 may increase somewhat.  Registration 
packets are available in the counseling office.  
The test code Center to take the test at Neosho 
High School is 153950.  The ACT code is 262-
350. Check the Guidance Office for dates. 
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SAT—MSU, Joplin High School, and Pittsburg 
State University are the local test centers for the 
SAT. Please check registration material for the 
registration deadline. Registration material is 
available in the Guidance Office. 
 
ASVAB—(Armed Service Vocational Aptitude 
Battery) The ASVAB is an aptitude test with 
academic components to help students discover 
their personal strengths. The ASBAB is given to 
all 11th graders.

 If you are planning to enroll in college and 
wish to participate in Division I or Division II 
sports, you must be certified by the NCAA 
Initial-Eligibility Clearinghouse.  You should 
start the certification process early--usually by 
the end of your junior year.  
Students interested in playing college athletics 
must communicate with their high school 
counselor regularly. 
 Students entering a Division I institution 
directly out of high school must have completed 
14 (fourteen) full year courses including at least 
four units of English, two units of Math (1 year 
Algebra, 1 year Geometry or higher), two units 
of Social Science, two units of Natural or 
Physical Science (at least one lab course), one 
additional unit of English, Math or Science and 
three units from the above, or Foreign Language, 
Computer Science, Philosophy or Comparative 
Religion.   
 Division II schools require three units of 
English instead of four, two additional units of 
English, Math or Science, and two units of 
Foreign Language, Computer Science, 
Philosophy, or Comparative Religion. 
 There is a sliding scale combination of 
ACT/SAT scores and GPA.  For more detailed 
information and application materials, contact 
the Counseling Office.  After making application 
to the Clearing House, each time you take the 
ACT, the code 9999 should be entered as one of 
the places you wish to send you scores.

C.A.T. TIME AND PROGRESS REPORTS 
 
Progress reports will be given at mid-quarter to 
students (approximately every 4 and ½ weeks). 
Report cards are issued at the end of each nine-
week period. Grade reports are given to the 
student with the exception of the last one, 
which is mailed. Counselors mail letters 
notifying parents of failing grades after each 
grading period. Parents may contact teachers or 
the guidance office for grade information. 
Students are placed in C.A.T. time based upon 
these reports 
 
C.A.T. time is a time where students are 
assigned a location based upon grades figured 
every 4 ½ weeks.  Freshman and sophomores 
will be in R.E.A.C.H. (Reaching Excellence and 
Climbing Higher) a Study Hall or Mandatory 
Tutoring.  This assignment will change every     
4 ½ weeks based upon the grades a student earns 
during that time period.  Specific requirements of 
how students are placed in each level will be 
provided at the beginning of the school year.   
Juniors and seniors with all A’s and B’s and no 
discipline problems will be given “free time” in 
the cafeteria.  All students in “free time” will be 
REQUIRED to meet in the cafeteria and 
remain there during the entire time frame.  
Juniors and seniors that do NOT meet the above 
criteria will be placed in R.E.A.C.H., a study hall 
or mandatory tutoring.  Students can be moved 
from one class to another anytime during the 4 ½ 
weeks based upon declining grades, discipline 
incidents, or at administrative discretion.   
Students will NOT be allowed to go to the 
restroom, lockers, office, or any other location 
in the building during this time!!! 
 
Students CANNOT check out during CAT 
time unless they have an emergency or 
professional appointment.  NO personal 
excuses from parents will be accepted during 
this time.   
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IV.   ATTENDANCE       
 

Board Regulation 2310- 
 
The Board of Education has established the 
following rules and regulations regarding 
attendance, absences and excuses for students. 
These rules and regulations are intended to 
comply with Missouri Compulsory Attendance 
Law (167.031 RSMo.) which establishes 
compulsory attendance for all children between 
the ages of seven and sixteen unless their 
education is provided by other acceptable means 
or otherwise excusable under the law. 

 
A.  Pupil Attendance, Grades 8-12: 
  
Prompt and regular attendance is essential if 
students are to do their best work and reach their 
fullest potential in school. Poor attendance 
hinders the student from reaching this potential. 
The habit of regular attendance is an important 
consideration for prospective employers. Prompt 
and regular attendance can only be achieved 
when the student, parents, and school officials 
work together.  
 
Phonemaster is an automatic dial out system that 
will notify parents when students have missed 
one or more hours during the day. Even if the 
office has been notified, this call is still placed to 
verify the notifications authenticity. 
 
Procedures for Absences:    
 

1. Procedure for absences:  Upon 
returning to school, a WRITTEN NOTE 
is required. Phone calls are not 
accepted.  Due to the need for 
documentation purposes, a written 
note is required.  We ask that you 
include a work phone number where we 
can verify any absences with parents 
directly. Please list the date and reason 
for the absence. If the note covers more 
than one date, please list each date 
separately. This should be delivered to 
the office the NEXT day after the 
absence(s). If a note is not received, 
students will be called to the office and 
asked to present this note within 24 

hours. If a note is not presented, 
discipline consequences will be issued.  
Office personnel will issue an admit 
which entitles the student to return to 
class. Parents/guardians will be contacted 
daily regarding student absences. 

 
 If a student is attending a doctor or dentist 
appointment, it is important that a note 
from that professional be placed in their 
file.  Doing this allows the attendance 
committee to consider ANY extenuating 
circumstances prior to the non-granting of 
credit in any class.  This is NOT a necessity 
but it is important to help your child at the 
end of the semester (in case excessive 
absences occur).   
 
Failure to present a written note upon the 
student’s return to school will be cause to 
consider the student truant for the day(s) 
absent and disciplinary consequences to be 
issued.   

 
2. Admits for students that have missed 

the preceding day(s) must be obtained 
PRIOR to the start of school.  If a 
student reports to a class without an 
admit slip, the student will be sent to the 
office to receive an admit slip. 

 
The student will be given a tardy in that 
class for not taking care of this during the 
appropriate time.  Students may obtain 
admits from 7:30 a.m. to 8:05 a.m. 
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 3.  Procedure for entering and leaving  
       school: 

 
It is a REQUIREMENT THAT  STUDENTS 
stop by the office when entering or leaving 
school and receive an admit to return to class 
or to leave the building. This should happen 
IMMEDIATELY upon the student’s return to 
campus or prior  to the student leaving. A 
student needing to leave the building during 
school time needs to present a note from a 
parent/guardian or have them call to give the 
school permission to release them. Before 
leaving the building for ANY REASON, the 
student must obtain permission from the High 
School Office. Upon return, the student must 
check into the High School Office again before 
returning to class (if the student has not been in 
school that day, they will need to provide a note 
to the office). Failure to follow these 
procedures may result in disciplinary action.  
 
No Note admits will be given to any student 
checking back into school without a note. 
That student will be given 24 hours to provide 
a note to the office. Failure to abide by this 
may result in disciplinary action.  You must 
return the NEW admit to the teacher the next 
day.   
 
Cumulative Absences:   
 
Excessive absences: Students who accumulate 
more than ten (10) total absences for a class 
during any one semester may not be granted 
credit in that course.  Anytime a student is absent 
from class, they miss necessary instruction.  
Although a student may make up the written 
work, valuable classroom instruction and 
participation is lost.  Any student that misses 
over the 10 days in any course will not be 
granted credit unless documentation from a 
professional (doctor/dentist) is on file stating the 
student’s inability to attend school due to a 
medical condition.   
 
 
 
 
 
 

Notification:   
 
After four (4) absences; a letter will be sent to 
the parents explaining the attendance policy 
whereby credit may not be granted if 
absenteeism continues.   
 
After seven (7) absences, another letter will be 
sent to the parents again informing them that 
their student has missed a large number of days 
and reminding them that credit may not be 
granted if absenteeism continues.  
 
After ten (10) absences, another letter will be 
sent. The principal (attendance officer) will 
determine if the absences are for reasons that 
may result in non-granting of credit. In instances 
where the absences are unavoidable, the 
principal may exercise discretion regarding the 
granting of credit.   If it is determined that the 
absences are avoidable, an attendance contract 
may be drawn up for the upcoming semester to 
allow a student to be granted credit for a class in 
which more than 10 sessions of that class were 
missed.  Specific guidelines and details of said 
contract will be agreed upon by all parties 
(student, parent/guardian, and attendance 
committee) covering such information as future 
absences and consequences for contract 
violations. 
 
If a violation occurs with the attendance contract, 
a non-granting of credit will be issued. In 
accordance to the due process appeals, a student 
may appeal the loss of credit to the High School 
Principal, then to the Superintendent of Schools 
and eventually to the Board of Education. (If an 
attendance contract is issued and then violated 
during a semester, the student must remain in 
school in order to appeal the loss of credit.) 
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Attendance Incentives 
 
In recognition of a student’s efforts to attend 
school on a regular basis, the Calling All to 
Success (CATS) program was established. The 
fewer absences accumulated by a student results 
in a higher level of participation and more 
incentives being awarded to the student. 
C.A.T.S. criteria also consider grades and 
discipline, since both are usually affected by 
attendance. In addition, students with Perfect 
Attendance will receive other incentives as 
determined by the school administration.  
Examples but not limited to are:  Drawings for 
Cash and prizes, dropping a low test score, etc.   
Many teachers offer other perfect attendance 
incentives as well.  These will be listed in 
individual syllabi when applicable. 
 
Make-up work:  
 
When a student has been absent, it is the 
responsibility of the student to contact the 
teacher regarding make-up assignments. The 
amount of time allowed to complete the work is 
up to the discretion of the teacher and may vary 
from class to class. As a guide, a student is given 
the same number of days to make up the work as 
the number of days absent.  When it appears that 
a student will be absent for two or more days, 
parents are encouraged to contact the office of 
the Principal or Counselor to make arrangements 
to pick up assignments.  While absences 
resulting from participating in approved school 
activities are not counted as days absent, students 
are expected to keep up with their studies and do 
make-up work as may be assigned by the 
teacher.  
 
Students may not make up work missed for any 
absence due to truancy or during an out of school 
suspension. 
 
TARDIES 
 
Students must be in the classroom when the 
tardy bell rings. Individual classroom teachers 
will initially determine the consequence for 
tardiness. The Principal’s Office will assist 
teachers with students who are chronically tardy. 
Only school personnel can excuse a tardy to 

school or to a class. On the first and second 
tardies, the teacher will give consequences. On 
the third and successive tardies, the office will 
give consequences.  This number is 
CUMULATIVE NOT CLASS TO CLASS. 
 
Students arriving to school late with a parent 
note are considered tardy if they are less than 10 
minutes late to school.  Anything over 10 
minutes is considered an absence.  Notes from 
parents are considered UNEXCUSED 
TARDIES and will count against the student 
in the amount that they are allowed from each 
teacher.  The only EXCUSED tardies are tardies 
to class where the student presents a note to the 
office from a professional (doctor/dentist).   
 
Students are also expected to receive an admit 
prior to class.  If a student does NOT do this and 
is requested by the teacher to report to the office, 
it is counted as a tardy and is included in the 
number of tardies allowed by the teacher.

INFORMATION 

 
CHANGE OF ADDRESS 
 
Please notify the office immediately if your 
address or phone number changes during the 
year. 
 
EMERGENCY/DISASTER EVACUATION 
 
The procedure for evacuating the building in 
case of emergency is posted in each classroom. 
The classroom teacher will explain the procedure 
for emergencies to each class.  
Comprehensive drills will be held periodically. 
Several CPR certified adults are in each building. 
 
SCHEDULE CHANGES 
 
Schedules will not be changed after school starts 
unless it is an incorrect placement or classes 
need balanced. Schedules changes for the 2nd 
semester will be made in December. 
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INSURANCE    
 
Board Policy 3840 
 
Neosho R5 School District does not insure 
individual students.  Students will also receive a 
hand-out providing parents the opportunity to 
purchase student insurance in the first day of 
school hand-outs. 
 
LOCKERS 
 
A locker is assigned to each student for his/her 
personal use during the school year. Two people 
will be assigned to each locker and the school 
reserves the right to assign three people to the 
locker. Students must obtain permission from the 
office to change lockers. Boys and girls are not 
allowed to share lockers. Students should 
remember that the lockers are school 
property and are subject to inspection at any 
time.   Any damage done to the locker will be 
charged to the student. No tape or contact 
paper can be placed on the inside or outside of 
the lockers.  Magnets only may be used to 
hang items inside the lockers. 
 
Locks for Lockers--Combination locks are 
available in the principal’s office. It is 
STRONGLY recommended that students use a 
lock.  Students may not place personal locks on 
their locker��  
 
SEARCHES BY SCHOOL PERSONNEL 
 
Board Policy 2150: -- 
 
School lockers and desks are the property of the 
Board of Education and are provided for the 
convenience of students, and as such, are subject 
to periodic inspection without notice, without 
student consent, and without a search warrant.  
The lockers and desks may be searched by 
school administrators or staff who have a 
reasonable suspicion that the lockers or desks 
contain drugs, alcohol, material of a disruptive 
nature, stolen properties, weapons, items posing 
a danger to the health or safety of students and 
school employees, or evidence of a violation of 
school policy.  In addition, the Board of 
Education authorizes the use of trained dogs to 

sniff lockers or other school property to assist in 
the detection of the presence of drugs, 
explosives, and other contraband. 
 
Students or student property may be searched  
based on reasonable suspicion of a violation of  
district rules, policy or state law.  Reasonable  
suspicion must be based on facts known to the 
administration, credible information provided or  
reasonable inference drawn from such facts or 
information.  The privacy and dignity of students  
shall be respected.  Searches shall be carried out  
in the presence of adult witnesses, if such  
witnesses are available.  Students may be asked 
to empty pockets, remove jackets, coats, shoes  
and other articles of exterior clothing for  
examination if reasonable under the  
circumstances. However, no strip searches are to  
be conducted. 
 
Law enforcement officials shall be contacted if 
the search produces a controlled substance, drug 
paraphernalia, weapons, stolen goods or 
evidence of a crime, in any case involving a 
violation of law when a student refuses to allow 
a search, or where the search cannot safely be 
conducted.  Parents may also be contacted.  A 
student who refuses to submit to a search may be 
appropriately disciplined by school officials. 
 
LOST AND FOUND 
 
Lost and found is located in the office. Students 
should not bring items of monetary value to 
school. If it is necessary, students should keep 
the item with them, locked up or leave it in the 
office for safe keeping. Leaving purses, bags, 
equipment, etc. in classrooms, lockers, or in 
any unsecured area is not recommended. 
 
TELEPHONE 
 
The pay telephones located in the building are 
available for student use. Students should obtain 
permission from their teacher or the office before 
using the telephone during class time. However, 
use of the telephones during class time is 
discouraged.   Classroom phones are not 
available for student use.  The office phones 
may be used in the event of an emergency. 
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STUDENT RECORDS AND RIGHT TO 
PRIVACY 
 
Parents and legal guardians of students have the 
right to examine the permanent record of the 
student, have them explained, secure a copy, and 
challenge the contents. Generally, a student’s 
records may not be released to any agency or 
individual outside the school system without the 
permission of the parent or legal guardian. 
 
Students acquire all rights afforded parents at age 
18 or by attending an institution of post-
secondary education. 
 
TEXTBOOKS  
 
Board Policies Regulation 6231:  
Each teacher will use a variety of resources 
including textbooks in order to teach the 
district’s curriculum to students.  Certain texts 
will be checked out to the student.  The student 
will be responsible for the care/condition of the 
textbook and the return of the textbook when 
collected by the teacher.  Textbooks that are not 
checked out to the student but used for lessons 
will be made available to the students during 
class, team time, and may be checked-out 
according to the teacher’s specifications if 
enough copies are available.  Whenever a 
textbook is checked out to a student, the student 
is liable for damaged or lost textbooks according 
to the books value.  Parents who have questions 
regarding the textbooks used may contact their 
child’s teacher and/or the principal’s office.  
 
LOST AND DAMAGED MATERIALS 

 
1. Damaged, lost or stolen materials must be paid 
for by the student.  Students are checked out 
books at the beginning of the year.  They are 
responsible for those books until they are 
returned to the teacher.  If they are LOST or 
stolen from their locker, they are still responsible 
for the cost of replacement.   
2. When a book or other item is lost, the teacher 
should notify the office of the student's name and 
the title, publisher, and edition of the book. Fines 
of less than $1.00 for damaged items should be 
avoided.  

3. Students should be notified that report cards 
and other records will be withheld until the 
charge is paid. Seniors should be notified that 
they cannot graduate until all previously owed 
fines are paid. 
 
VISITORS 
 
Any visitor entering the building must check in 
through the Principal’s Office. They may leave 
messages in the Office or ask to have a student 
brought to the office if a legitimate need exists. 
Visitors may not attend classes with a student.  
Students will NOT be checked out of school 
by anyone who is NOT listed on the student 
profile of the student section of the school 
software.   
 
PHYSICAL EDUCATION CLOTHING 
 
Students enrolled in Physical Education are 
expected to meet the following clothing 
requirements: 
 
Gray t-shirt, solid black shorts and composition 
tennis shoes. 
 
It is advisable to mark each item with the 
student’s name in order to insure identification. 
Any student with difficulty in obtaining these 
items should see their gym instructor as soon as 
possible. All students should check out a lock 
from the physical education teacher and 
secure all personal property during class.  
Students CANNOT wear any jewelry during 
gym class.  Students will be asked to remove 
earrings, watches, necklaces, etc for safety 
reasons.   
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VI.  STANDARDS OF PUPIL CONDUCT – 
  
Board Policy 2600    
 
The District has the authority to control student 
conduct which is prejudicial to good order and 
discipline in the schools as provided by state 
law.  School officials are authorized to hold 
students accountable for misconduct in school, 
on school property, during school-sponsored 
activities and for conduct away from school or in 
non-school activities which affect school 
discipline.  More information regarding Board 
Policy 2600 can be found on the R-5 website. 
 
The Excellence in Education Act of 1985 
provides for the establishment of a written policy 
on discipline. This policy spells out the 
consequences of failure to obey standards set by 
the Board of Education. Following are acts of 
misconduct that violate these standards and the 
consequences of failure to obey standards. 
Consequences will be determined by building 
principals in accordance with school guidelines. 
 
DUE PROCESS 
 
A student has the right to: 
1. An explanation of the charges against him/her. 
2. An opportunity to present his/her side of the 
case. 
3. An opportunity to appeal as provided by 
school policy or state laws. 
 
Listed below are infractions of school discipline 
which have been drawn from “Standards of Pupil 
Conduct.”   Penalties to be administered by the 
building principals are listed as guidelines which 
provide for multiple referrals for each referral.  
Note that repeated misbehavior results in more 
severe penalties regardless of whether the 
referrals are from one teacher or from different 
teachers.  Any infraction of district code of 
conduct which occurs outside of school but at a 
school activity may also result in Loss of 
Privileges. 
 
Note also that this list is not exclusive or all 
inclusive.  The principals have discretion to 
interpret and to modify penalties whenever 

extenuating circumstances are present or as they 
see fit.  For example, a step one penalty may be 
repeated if deemed necessary or a step two or 
three penalty may be used initially if the gravity 
of the referral should warrant.  All serious 
violations will be reported to authorities and a 
copy of all referrals will be mailed to parents.

After School Detention   
 
After School Detentions are held on Mondays 
and Wednesdays throughout the school year.  A 
student may reschedule an ASD ONE TIME 
EACH SEMESTER.  The reschedule must occur 
by 3:00 p.m. the day of the detention.  Notes 
after the day that the student was scheduled will 
not be accepted.    If a student has rescheduled 
and then must reschedule again for ANY 
REASON, the student will NOT be allowed to 
reschedule and if they do not attend will receive 
additional consequences. 
�
 
 
 
Saturday School 
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�
Students that are assigned Saturday school will 
be expected to be at the school before 8:00 a.m. 
on the date scheduled.  Students that enter the 
building after 8:00 a.m. will NOT be allowed to 
stay.  Parents need to inform the office PRIOR to 
the Saturday school if a student needs to miss.  
They may reschedule ONE TIME EACH 
SEMEMSTER.  Parents should call 451-8600 
and dial extension 1205 or 1206 and leave a 
message with the parents name, students name 
and the reason for the student missing.  The 
student will be rescheduled for the next available 
Saturday.  Failure to do this PRIOR to the date 
of the Saturday, the student will be panelized for 
not showing up for their commitment.   
�
In School Suspension 
 
Students assigned In School Suspension will be 
required to report to the Room assigned and must 
serve all days scheduled prior to being released 
back to class.  Students must work on school 
work and are not allowed to sleep, play games, 
or write notes as well as other specific rules 
students will be informed of at the beginning of 
their ISS time. 
 
Out of School Suspension 
 
Students assigned Out of School Suspension will 
be removed from school for the dates determined 
by the policies of the Neosho R5 School District.  
Students will NOT be able to make up work for 
credit but can get the work to keep up with their 
classmates.   
 
NON-SANCTIONED GROUPS:  
 
The presence on school premises, in school  
vehicles, or at school activities of any apparel, 
jewelry, accessory, symbol, graffiti, gesture, 
games, cards or manner of grooming which, by 
virtue of its color, arrangement, trademark, or 
other attribute denotes membership in such a 
group that advocates drug use, violence, or 
exhibits behaviors that interfere with the normal 
and orderly operation of the school is prohibited. 
 
 

HALL PASSES 
 
No student is to be out of class without their 
student planner. Students in the halls without 
their planner will be sent back to class. Students 
may replace lost planners for $5.00 in the office. 
Students should use the restroom, get a drink, 
and go to their locker during the 5 minute 
passing period.  Teachers will NOT allow 
students to leave class UNLESS it is an 
emergency. 
 
ELECTRONIC DEVICES AND/OR 
RECREATIONAL OBJECTS 
 
Students should not use electronic devices and/or 
recreational objects at school. The following are 
examples, but not limited to: cellular phones, 
laser pointers, beeper/pagers, CD/tape players, 
radios, and electronic games. 
 
Students seen with these items out of their bag, 
purse, etc. will have the item confiscated and 
receive the discipline according to the discipline 
guidelines.   Our position on these items are if 
the item is not seen or heard during the school 
day there is no problem. However, if the phone 
rings or is visible in ANYWAY, the student will 
receive disciplinary consequences as is in the 
district policy.   
 
Also, the Neosho R-V School District does NOT 
allow skateboards, rollerblades or roller-skates 
on school property at ANY TIME.  Students 
ARE NOT ALLOWED TO BRING these items 
on campus.  If a violation occurs, items will be 
impounded and kept at the office.    
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APPROPRIATE DRESS AND PERSONAL 
APPEARANCE 
 
All aspects of dress and personal appearance are 
extremely important in developing the best 
atmosphere for educational attainment. 
Acceptable dress at school should mirror dress at 
a place of employment and must not present 
health or safety hazards, be indecent, disruptive, 
distracting, or inappropriate for the classroom. In 
keeping with established practices of good 
hygiene, safety, accepted customs of the local 
community, and to provide for a minimum of 
disruption and a maximum of learning 
opportunity, the following dress code is 
established. School officials will make final 
decisions as to the appropriateness of dress and 
personal appearance. 
 
 The following are specific examples of articles 
that are inappropriate for all students: 
 
1. Shirts MUST BE WORN in such a manner 

that the stomach and/or hips are not 
exposed.  All tops must have ENOUGH 
LENGTH to extend beyond the waist band 
of the pants/skirts/shorts at all time.   

2.   Students are NOT allowed to wear clothing 
that sags below the waist.  The waist of the 
clothing MUST be at the body’s waist.  
Students must wear a belt if the clothing is 
excessively loose fitting.   Any apparel 
which is excessively tight fitting or 
excessively loose-fitting (such as “biker’s 
shorts” or very baggy trousers) or which 
violates the policy on non-sanctioned 
groups. 

3. Clothing that is slashed, revealing or is 
suggestive MAY NOT BE WORN.  Tube 
tops, tank tops (basketball jerseys), halter 
tops, spaghetti strap tops, midriffs, see 
through clothing (mesh) and boxer shorts 
are not considered suitable school wear.  
Undergarments must be covered at all 
times.   

4. Clothes that advertise or display any type 
of alcohol, drugs, tobacco, nudity, 
improper language, ethnically derogatory 
messages or double meaning slogans (ex. 
Hooters shirts).   

 

 
 
5. No holes are allowed in shorts/jeans/skirts, 

etc.   
6. Shorts or skirts that are excessively short 

(above mid-thigh).  All shorts/skirts must 
come to at LEAST the mid-thigh area.   

7. Bare feet (health and safety regulations 
require that all students wear shoes). House 
shoes are not acceptable. 

8. Unnatural hair coloring (fuchsia, green, 
blue, etc.) 

9. Any body piercing, other than ear piercing, 
is NOT allowed.  This includes nose, 
eyebrow, tongue, lip, etc.  Students 
MUST take them out or they will be sent 
home. 

10. Sunglasses and other dark glasses (unless 
prescription) and/or distracting contact 
lenses (wild eyes) are prohibited. 

11. Head gear and jacket hoods may not be 
worn in the building.  Hats, caps, 
bandannas will not be permitted.   Hats are 
to be removed once a student has entered 
the building. 

12. No trench coats or long jackets are allowed. 
13. Clothing that disrupts the educational 

process or poses a threat to the safety of 
others (chains, sharp objects, excessive 
jewelry, etc.) 
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USE OF VENDING MACHINES— 
LUNCH PERIOD/FOOD & DRINK 
 
The following guidelines have been developed 
by students for student use and care of the 
vending machines. It is our hope that these 
guidelines will be strictly followed by students. 
Following these guidelines is the key to keeping 
these machines operating for years to come. 
 
1. Students may drink pop only in the assigned 

areas at ANY time during the school day: 
·  Junior High:  Cafeteria 
·  Senior High:  Wildcat Den tables 

and Cafeteria.  
Students are not to be at the machines during 
class time. 

2. Closed containers may be stored in lockers. 
(WATER bottles only.  Not paper cups or 
Cans). 

3. Students are responsible for cleaning up their 
own mess. 

4. Students will not abuse the machines. If the 
machine fails to operate correctly, the student 
should notify the office immediately. 

5. Any violation of these guidelines will be 
cause to have the machines turned off for a 
period of time. Office staff will determine 
this. 

 
Students will NOT be allowed to eat at the class 
benches.  They must eat at the designated areas 
during their lunch period.   
 
Students are NOT allowed to have food/drink 
brought in from outside restaurants during the 
school day.  Under new federal regulations, 
schools are required to mandate new guidelines 
dealing with childhood obesity.  Under these 
guidelines, outside food does NOT meet the 
minimum nutritional value set in the federal 
guidelines and will not be allowed at school.   
 
Neosho Sr/Jr High School is a CLOSED 
CAMPUS. Students are not allowed to leave 
the campus for lunch. Leaving campus for 
lunch may result in disciplinary action. During 
the lunch period, students are required to remain 
within the area bounded by the front parking lot 
on the west, Hill Street on the north, the drainage 
ditch on the east, and the Junior High on the 

south.  If parents come to school to eat lunch 
with their child, they will need to eat in the 
cafeteria.   
 
STUDENT PARKING AND DRIVING 
 
Junior/Senior students may park in the lots along 
Hill Street, north of the bus barn, and at the Field 
House on a first-come-first-served basis. 
Sophomore students must park north of the bus 
barn, and at the Field House. Tennis court lot is 
for SOE, COE and WEP students.  These 
students will have assigned parking. 
 
 Student Drivers must: 
 
1. Register their car with the High School 

Office. 
2. Display a parking tag from the rear-view 

mirror. 
3. Park in their assigned parking lots and in 

proper spaces in those lots. 
4. Never park in the front lot without 

administrative consent. 
5. Limit their speed to 15 mph in all parking 

lots and avoid spinning tires, revving engines 
and playing loud music.  

 
Parking and driving violations will result in 
disciplinary action. If a car is left in front of the 
school for a school activity where students will 
be returning after dark, a special parking tag 
must be picked up at the office shortly before the 
group is to leave, and returned the next morning. 
Never park in the numbered parking spaces. 
 
 
I.D. Badges 
 
I. D. Badges will be issued to all students at the 
beginning of the school year.  It is the student’s 
responsibility to keep the badge in their 
possession and produce the I.D. badge when 
asked for it.  If an I.D. Badge is lost, a student 
may purchase a new badge for $5.00.  I.D. 
badges are necessary in the library and cafeteria. 
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ALCOHOL, DRUGS AND TOBACCO 
 
Use or possession of alcohol or drugs is not 
permitted at school. These restrictions are in 
compliance with state and federal laws. 
Furthermore, the school believes that these 
practices are injurious to the health of the 
student. Failure to observe these regulations will 
result in suspension by the principal with the 
approval of the superintendent, or expulsion by 
the school board. Student use or possession of 
tobacco products, alcohol, drugs, or related 
paraphernalia on school premises, school 
transportation, or at school activities is 
prohibited. Students in violation of this policy 
will be subject to disciplinary action including 
confiscation of items, detention, and suspension. 
School premises include school property 
bounded on the north by Harmony Street, on the 
west by Neosho Boulevard, on the east by Veta 
Street and Oak Ridge Street, and on the south by 
Walnut Street. 
 For purposes of this policy, a controlled 
substance shall include any controlled substance, 
counterfeit substance or imitation controlled 
substance as defined in the Narcotic Drug Act, 
Section 195.010, and RSMo. 
 
TECHNOLOGY 
 
Before students may use technology (equipment, 
software, etc.), the student and his/her parents or 
guardians must sign a contract regarding 
appropriate use of technology. 
 
Misuse of technology – equipment, software and 
other technology materials – will result in loss of 
technology privileges and/or other appropriate 
disciplinary action. For additional information, 
review your copy of the Student Use Agreement 
or Discipline Technology Policy. 
 
Students should return a signed “Permission to 
Photograph” form if they wish to be included in 
the Wildcat News and other photo publishing 
activities.

EMERGENCY PROCEDURES 
 
The Neosho R-5 School District has an 
emergency procedures guide which includes 
plans for: evacuation, tornado, earthquake, 
unwanted intruder, accident/serious 
injury/illness, student runaway/abduction, 
suicide intervention and after hours building 
emergency. 
 
The Junior high//High School conducts drills for 
each of the following: evacuation, tornado, 
earthquake and intruder on campus. 
 
Crisis procedures and manuals are available for 
public review in the offices. 
 
BUS TRANSPORTATION 
 
School bus transportation is provided free of 
charge for all students who live more than one 
mile from school. Students who ride buses are 
expected to observe the rules established by the 
bus driver, as he/she is in charge of the bus and 
the students. 
 
All students participating in sports or other 
school sponsored activities will be expected to 
ride the school bus or other approved 
transportation to and from the games or 
activities. Students will not be allowed to drive 
cars to such activities unless a pressing need 
exists and the parent makes a personal request to 
the principal, coach, or sponsor. 
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VII. WILDCAT TRAVEL STANDARDS  
  
All students that will be taking a school sponsored 
trip must be in good standing in all classes. The 
sponsor/coach will have the responsibility of 
checking the grades of each participant to 
determine if he/she is able to participate. It is left to 
the discretion of the coach/activities 
sponsor/principal to permit or not permit a student 
to attend if that student is not passing a class(es). 
 
*Participants shall keep their adult advisors 
informed of their activities and whereabouts at all 
times. 
 
*Participants should be prompt and prepared for all 
activities. 
 
*Participants should be financially prepared for all 
possibilities. 
 
*No alcoholic beverages, narcotics, or tobacco in 
any form shall be possessed by students at any time 
under any circumstances. 
 
*There shall be no defacing or stealing of public 
property. Any damages to any property or 
furnishing in the hotel rooms or building must be 
paid for by the individual student’s parents. 
 
*Students are reminded that behavior on  school 
trips must reflect the high standards set down in the 
Neosho High School student handbook. 
 
*Under no circumstances may boys be in the 
hotel/motel room with girls or vice versa, unless 
the coach or adult sponsor is present or express 
permission is granted for reasons of work or large 
group gathering for social purposes. 
 
*Students are not permitted to invite students from 
other schools to rooms nor to accept invitation to 
activities in rooms occupied by students from other 
schools without permission of sponsor. 

 
*Rooms will be inspected before checking out. 
Any damage will be the financial responsibility of 
the group using that room. 
 
*In accordance with the established policy of the 
Board of Education, no tobacco use will be 
permitted regardless of times, place or 
circumstances. 
 
*All sponsors/coaches are responsible for the 
behavior of students from other schools as well as 
their own. If a student is corrected by another 
sponsor/coach, he/she should respect the correction 
as though it were made by his/her own 
coach/sponsor. 
 
*Any bills incurred by an individual room must be 
paid for by the student(s) prior to checking out. 
 
*Curfew will be set by the individual 
coach/sponsor. Once curfew is set, NO students 
will leave their assigned room unless it is an 
emergency. 
 
*There rules are in addition to and in conjunction 
with the Wildcat Standards that all activities and 
athletic participants must adhere to. 
 
Consequences may include but will not be limited 
to the following: 
 
Possession of Tobacco -  Confiscation, parents 
called, and reported to the office upon return for 
disciplinary action. 
 
Possession of Alcohol – Confiscation, parents 
called, parents will be responsible for student 
getting home, reported to the office upon return for 
disciplinary action, and suspension from all school 
activities according to the Wildcat Standards. 
 
*Member of opposite sex in room without 
permission – 20 day suspension from activities and 
parents called. 
 
*Illegal Substances – Police notified and 
summoned, parents called, parents will pick up 
student or provide transportation home at parent’s 
expense, Wildcat Standards followed upon return 
to school.

XII. NEOSHO R-5 SCHOOL DISTRICT 
COMPLAINT RESOLUTION PROCEDURE 
FOR IMPROVING AMERICA’S SCHOOLS 
ACT PROGRAMS 
 
This complaint resolution procedure applies to all 
programs administered by the Department of 
Elementary and Secondary Education under the 
Goals 2000: Educate America Act and the Improving 
America’s Schools Act (IASA). 
 
A complaint is a formal allegation that a specific 
federal or state law or regulation has been violated, 
misapplied, or misinterpreted by school district 
personnel or by Department of Education personnel. 
 
Any parent or guardian, surrogate parent, teacher, 
administrator, school board member, or other person 
directly involved with an activity, program, or project 
operated under the general supervision of the 
Department may file a complaint. Such a complaint 
must be in writing and signed; it will provide specific 
details of the situation and indicate the law or 
regulation that is allegedly being violated, 
misapplied, or misinterpreted. 
 
The written, signed complaint must be filed and the 
resolution pursued in accordance with local district 
policy: The complaint is to be submitted to the 
Federal Programs Coordinator, Neosho R-5 School 
District, 511 Neosho Boulevard, Neosho, MO 64850. 
Within ten (10) days, a written response will be given 
to the complainant. If the complainant is not satisfied 
after receiving the written response, the complainant 
may request a meeting with the Superintendent of 
Schools, during which time efforts will be made to 
resolve the issue. 
 
If the issue cannot be resolved at the local level, the 
complainant may file a complaint with the Missouri 
Department of Education. If there is no evidence that 
the parties have attempted in good faith to resolve the 
complaint at the local level, the Department may 
require the parties to  
do so and may provide technical assistance to 
facilitate such resolution. 
 
Any persons directly affected by the actions of the 
Department may file a similarly written complaint if 
they believe state or federal laws or regulations have 
been violated, misapplied, or misinterpreted by the 
Department itself. 
 Anyone wishing more information about this 
procedure or how complaints are resolved may 

contact the Neosho R-5 School District at 417-451-
8600 or Department personnel at 573-751-3520. 
 
XIII. PUBLIC LAW 94-142 
 
All responsible public agencies are required to locate, 
evaluate, and identify children with disabilities who 
are under the jurisdiction of the agency, regardless of 
the severity of the disability, including children 
attending private schools, highly mobile children, 
such as migrant and homeless children, and children 
who are suspected of having a disability and in need 
of special education even though they are advancing 
from grade to grade.  The Neosho R-V School 
District assures that it will provide a free, appropriate 
public education (FAPE) to all eligible children with 
disabilities between the ages of 3 and 21 under its 
jurisdiction.  Disabilities include autism, 
deaf/blindness, emotional disorders, hearing 
impairment and deafness, mental retardation, 
multiple disabilities, orthopedic impairment, other 
health impairments, specific learning disabilities, 
speech or language impairment, traumatic brain 
injury, visual impairment/blindness and young child 
with a developmental delay. 
 
The Neosho R-V School District assures that it will 
provide information and referral services necessary to 
assist the State in the implementation of early 
intervention services for infants and toddlers eligible 
for the Missouri First Steps program. 
 
The Neosho R-V School District assures that 
personally identifiable information collected, used, or 
maintained by the agency for the purposes of 
identification, evaluation, placement or provision of 
FAPE of children with disabilities may be inspected 
and/or reviewed by their parents/guardians.  
Parents/guardians may request amendment to the 
educational record if the parent/guardian believes the 
record is inaccurate, misleading, or violates the 
privacy or other rights of their child.  Parents have 
the right to file complaints with the U.S. Department 
of Education or the Missouri Department of 
Elementary and Secondary Education concerning 
alleged failures by the district to meet the 
requirements of the Family Educational Rights and 
Privacy Act (FERPA). 
 
This notice will be provided in native languages as 
appropriate.
